A Size?

A Meeting place?

A Frequency and time of meeting?

A Monthly groups mainly meet in weekday
evenings,;

A bi-monthly groups mainly meet on Saturdays
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Is there a pattern?

A Usually a fixed meeting time

A Place may vary especially if groups are meeting
INn homes

A Many of the groups are meeting primarily for
prayer and Christian fellowship

A There seems to be critical points at which the
nature of organisation changes.

A Larger groups have a core team

A Local advertising and word of mouth bring in
new people
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
